The City of Safety Harbor is a small but vital city nestled near the top of Old Tampa Bay in Pinellas County, Florida.

Safety Harbor is located west of Tampa and east of Clearwater. The city has a population of approximately 17,500.

As primarily a residential community, the City has maintained the character of a family-oriented community while
preserving our environmentally sensitive lands and revitalizing our historic downtown Business District.
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We have a city manager/commission form of government which consists of five elected commissioners, one of
which is elected to be the mayor. The commissioners are elected for three year staggered terms. The city manager
is appointed by the commission for an indefinite term.

The city has several citizen advisory boards that are filled by the applicants appointed by the commission. These
include the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, Planning and Zoning Board, Board of Appeals, Library Advisory
Committee, Public Art Committee, Teen Advisory Board, Skate Advisory Board and Code Enforcement Board, and
the 3rd Friday Advisory Board. These boards provide citizen input to the commission for their consideration.

About the Leisure Services Department

The Leisure Services Department was created in July 1982, and encompasses seven divisions. These divisions are
Recreation, Special Events, Parks, Marina, Communications, Museum and Cultural Center and Building Mainte-
nance. Presently there are 41.05 full time equivalent positions within the Leisure Services Department.

About the Leisure Services Facilities

The Safety Harbor Community Center consists of an Art Room, Meeting Room, Teen Room, Multi-Purpose Room, 2
Gymnasiums, Kitchen and Offices. We offer our before and after school program for middle schoolers, After care
program for elementary, full day summer camps, part day Sports camps, Athletics, and much more.

The Rigsby Recreation Center is located in downtown and can be divided into several classrooms. The Rigsby
Center offers programs for all ages, pre-school through senior citizens and our school age outreach program “Park
Pals”

The Museum and Cultural Center is a unique partnership between the City and the 501¢3 Safety Harbor re
Museum of Regional History. The center houses artifacts, local history, a city gallery and a plethora of \,e\"
